SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

Warning! When using electric tools, the following
basic safety precautions should always be takento
reducetherisk offire, electric shock and personal
injury. Read allthese instructions before attempting to
operatethe productand save thishooklet.

For safe operation:
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Keepthe work areaclean. Cluttered areas and
benchesinviteinjuries.

Consider the work areaenvironment. Do notexpose
the power tool to rain and do not use in damp or wet
locations. Keep the work area well lit. Do notuse
the powertool where there is a risk to cause fire
orexplosion.

Guard againstelectric shock. Avoid body contact,
where possible, with earthed or grounded surfaces
(e.g.pipes, radiators, ranges and refrigerators).
Keep childrenaway. Do notletvisitors touch the
tool orextension cord. Allvisitors should be kept
away fromthe work area.

Store idle tools. When notin use, tools should be
storedinadry, highorlocked place, outofreach

Keep
the cord away from heat, oil and sharp edges.
Secure the work. Use clamps or avice to hold the
work. Itis saferthan using a hand anditfrees both
handsto operate the tool.

Donotoverreach.Keep properfooting and balance at
alltimes.

Maintain the tool with care. Keep a cutting tool
sharpand cleanforbetterand safer performance.
Followthe instructionsforlubricating and changing
accessories. Inspectthe tools cord periodicallyand,
ifdamaged, have repaired by an authorised service
facility. Inspectthe extension cord periodically and
replaceifdamaged. Keepthe handlesdry, cleanand
free fromoiland grease.

Disconnectthe toolwhennotin use, before
servicingand when changing accessoriessuchas
blades, bits and cutters.

Remove adjusting keys and wrenches. Formthe
habitof checking to see thatkeys and adjusting
wrenches are removed from the tool and replacedin
the storage area before switching on.

Avoid unintentional starting. Donotcarrya
plugged-intoolwith a finger onthe switch.

Ensure the switchis off when pluggingin.

Use an outdoor extension cord. When atool is used
outdoors, only use an extension cord intended for
outdoor use and so marked.

Stay alert. Watch whatyou are doing, use common
sense and do notoperate the tool when tired.
Check damaged parts. Before further use of the tool,
aguard or other partthatis damaged should be
carefully checkedto determine whetheritwill
operate properly and performitsintended function.
Checkforalignment of moving parts, free running of
moving parts, breakage of parts, mounting and any
other conditionsthatmay affectits operation. A
guard or other partthatis damaged should be
properlyrepairedorreplaced by anauthorised
service centre unless otherwise indicated inthe
productbooklet. Have defective switchesreplaced
by an authorised service centre. Do not use the tool
if the switch does notturn it on and off.

Note: Doubleinsulation does nottake the place
of normal safety precautionswhenoperating the
tool. Theinsulation systemisforadded protection
againstinjuryresultingfroma possible electrical
insulation failure withinthe tool.

FITTING THEBLADE

Manual blade change models
(only use this blade type JERMA )
Disconnectyourjigsawfromthe powersupply.

Slackenthe two screws and
ensuring bladeteethare
facingforward, push blade
shank asfaras possibleinto
the sawblade holder.
Slightly tighten screws
alternatelyto positionthe
blade, thenfullytighten

screws. Torelease, turn
both screwsoneturnanti-clockwise.

BLADE SUPPORT ROLLER

Toprovide greater supportand accuracywhen cutting,
your jigsaw is fitted with a blade supportroller. This
supportshould be adjusted so thatthe rollertouches
the back of the blade when cutting.

To do this, loosenthe clamp
screw7n the side of the
tool. Pushthe blade support
forward untiltheroller
touchesthe backedge of
the blade.Retightenthe
screw. Lubricatingthe guide

roller (4) fromtime to time

with a drop of oil will extend the life of the roller.
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OPERATING YOUR JIGSAW

To switchyourjigsaw on, fully squeeze the on/off
trigger switch (1). To switch yourjigsaw off, release
thetrigger switch (1). When plugging yourjigsawin,
ensurethetrigger switchisinthe OFF position.

When continuous operationisrequired, squeeze the
triggerand depressthe lock on button (2) and release
thetrigger. Todisengage the lock, squeeze and release
thetrigger. Always disengage the lock before
disconnecting fromthe power supply.

SAW SHOEADJUSTMENT FORANGULAR CUTTING
The shoe plate (5) can be
angled upto 45° on either
side.

Todothis, disconnectyour
jigsawfromthe power
supply.Raise the dust
shroud (3) and loosen both
screws onthe shoe plate
with a screwdriver. Pullthe
shoe plate backward alittle,
and setthe desired angular
adjustmentaccordingtothe
scale or pushthe shoe plate
forward for fixed locks at0°,
15°,30°, or 45°. Tighten the screws to secure. Although
the scale and notches are accurate formost purposes
itis advisable forveryaccurate angle cuttingtouse a
protractorto setthe shoe. Make a test cuton some
scrap materialto checkthe accuracy ofthe angle. To
resetthe shoe fora square cut, slackenthe clamp
screws and move the shoe until itis approximately 90°
tothe blade, andthen, whilstapplying slightforward
pressure onthe shoe, retightenthe clamp screws.

HANDY HINTS

Cutting laminates
The blades of your jigsaw cut on the upstroke so any
tendencyforedge splintering willoccurontheface of

the material nearestthe saw shoe. When sawing thin
wood or plastic laminates, use a fine tooth metal
cutting blade and cutfromthe back surface of the
material. To minimise the risk of chipping the edges of
plastic laminate, clamp a piece of scrapwood

or hardboard to both sides of the laminate to form a
sandwich, and sawthroughthe complete assembly.
Always selecttherightblade forthe job.

Pocketcutting

The saw blade can be inserted directly into awood
surface withoutfirstdrilling a pilothole, thus
eliminatingadrilling operation.

Firstmeasure and clearly mark the surface to be cut.
Thentipyourjigsawforward so thatthe rounded tips of
the shoe reston the work surface butwith the blade
well clear of it. Switch your jigsaw on and move the
saw down until the moving blade is exactly overthe
chosen point of entry. Lower the rear of the shoe down
towardsthe work slowly, maintaining a firm pivoting
pressure on the shoe tips with the blade exactly onthe
required line. Do notmove yourjigsaw forward along
the cutline untilthe saw blade has completely
entered the material and the shoe comesto restflat
onitssurface.

Cutting metal

Yourjigsaw can be used for cutting light gauge ferrous
sheetand non-ferrous metals such as copper, brass,
aluminium, etc. Itis advisable when cutting thin sheet
to clamp a backing sheet of soft wood or plywood to
the work as this will enable you to obtain a clean cut
withoutvibration and the possibility of tearing the
metal. Both metal and wood backing are sawn
together. Do notforce the cutting blade into the metal
asthiswill reduce the life of the blade and possibly
damage the motor. Cutting thin metal will take longer
than cutting even a relatively thick piece of wood, so
donotbetempted to speed up the operation by
forcing the saw. Spread a thin film of oil along the
proposed cutting line before commencing to saw
metal. Always selectthe right blade for the job.

Cleaning

Disconnectyourjigsaw fromthe power supply. Use
only mild soap and a slightly damp cloth to clean
yourjigsaw. Many household cleaners contain
chemicalswhich could seriously damage the
plastic. Also, donotuse petrol, turpentine, lacquer
or paintthinners or similar products. Neverletany
liquid getinside the tool and neverimmerse any part
of yourjigsaw into liquid.
